This trip came about on the initiative of Fikret Yegiil and Diane Favro, both professors
of History of Architecture (UC Santa Barbara and UCLA, respectively). They put the
itinerary together based on their focus of sites of antiquity and found a tour company that
had received good reviews from a previous trip for those connected with the American
Academy in Rome. Fikret and Diane would of course be offering scholarly commentary
on the bus, and conditions permitting, informally on site.

This is a trip for the adventurous and flexible. While the US State Department issues
caution when visiting Algeria (it does not advise against travel), travelers do visit, and
our tour is arranged with guides, and when advised, security escort. Hotels will be basic
(3* excepting a 4 * on our final stay in Algiers and in Oran the 5 * Royal, accounting for
the higher cost of the extension). Since we will all be discovering the country for the first
time, some of the rough spots in the road may not have been ironed out yet! If our
experience proves successful and enjoyable, then there would be likely to be a full-
fledged Stephen Harby Invitational trip in the future, with all the usual bells, whistles and
comforts. Anyone who is concerned about their comforts or the smooth running of the
trip is encouraged to await that potential offering.

(Approximately 188 KM and 2.45 hours driving time total)

After breakfast your group will depart for the sites at Tipasa (Planned
departure at 7:00AM). When you reach Tipaza you will visit the museum
and the Roman site beautifully situated beside the Mediterranean Sea. Your
group will take lunch at Tipasa (11:30AMPM-12:30PM) and we suggest you
try the fresh fish. After lunch you will travel to Cherchell and the group will
visit the museum and Roman sites. You will want to leave time in order to
see the Tombeau de la Chrétienne (royal mausoleum of Mauritania), which
closes at SPM. Dinner will be taken at restaurant in Algiers and client will
pay for his or her own food & drinks.

(Approximately 350 KM and 4-4.5 hours driving time total)

Depart at 6:30 AM for Djemila. You will want an early morning departure to
avoid the traffic in Algiers. Upon arrival in Setif (approx: 9:30-10:30AM)
you will go directly to the hotel and drop off your luggage at the hotel. Then
visit the National Museum of Archaeology which hosts the remarkable and
intact mosaic Procession of Bacchus. The group will have lunch in Setif and
depart for Djemila at IPM. You will have a guided visit of both the museum
and historic site. Site closes at
5PM. Return to Setif and enjoy a
traditional Algerian dinner at the
hotel.

After your visit you will depart for Constantine (11:30 AM). Upon arrival

lunch visit the Museum of Cirta, Palace of Ahmed Bey, Mosque, and walk
to the suspicion bridge, Sidi
Kacem. Dinner will be at the
hotel.

departure at SAM for the
hillside site of Tiddis (arrival 9AM). Leave the site at 11AM and drive
directly to Medracen (approx. 2-2.5 hours) and pick up some fruit and bread
along the way to eat at Medracen (approx. arrival: 1PM or 2PM). Visit the
site for one hour and travel to Zana (36 KM) to visit in the late afternoon.
When you are finished you will continue to Batna. Dinner will be at the
hotel

Depart the hotel at 8:30 for Lambaesis. Plan to leave Lambaesis at 10:30AM
for Timgad.

(sandwiches are available in the town). Site closes at SPM. Return to Batna
for night.

PM. Have a picnic lunch at Khamissa and visit site until 2PM. Depart
Khamissa at 2 PM for Thibilis. Approximate arrival time at Thibilis 3:30 and
stay until 4:30 or SPM. Travel to Guelma for dinner and night at the Hotel
Mermoura.
